New record numbers

The steady growth of IIHF.com during the IIHF World
Championship continued this year in Slovakia.

IIHF.com averaged 258,147 visits per day during the
2011 IIHF World Championship in Bratislava and Ko-
sice. That's almost 12 per cent more than last year
in Germany (231,153) and 2.5 times more since the
redesign in 2007.

The numbers peaked on 13th May when the semi-fi-
nals were played between the Czechs and Sweden and
Finland vs. Russia, which included Mikael Granlund's
phenomenal goal. A record number of 343,242 visits
were registered on that day.

During the World Championship period IIHF.com had
4,584,990 visits compared to 4,065,490 in Germany
2010 and 3,313,846 in Switzerland 2009. The traffic
summed up to almost six Terabytes, which is the ca-
pacity of 8,800 CDs.

Canada had the most visited team profile while the
most clicked player profile was Alexander Ovechkin’s.

The IIHF World Championship page is run in partner-
ship with Infront and since 2009 jointly with the or-
ganizing committees. Apart from the live applet, live
stream and the extensive photo gallery, IIHF.com pu-
blished nine stories per day with information from the

arena, complemented with side stories and congress
coverage. An app for iPhone and iPad was launched
as well as a microsite in co-operation with the Official
Main Sponsor, Skoda.

The countries with the most visitors were (in order):
Russia, USA, Finland, Canada, Slovakia, Germany,
Czech Republic, Latvia, Sweden and Great Britain.
The most frequent fans in North America came from
Ontario, Quebec, New York, California and British Co-
lumbia. The cities with most traffic were Bratislava,
Riga, Moscow, Prague and Helsinki. IIHF.com registe-
red fans from 207 countries during the World Cham-
pionship.

The event with the second-most visits in the 2010-
2011 season was the 2011 IIHF World U20 Champi-
onship in Buffalo and Niagara, USA, with 92,508 visits
per day and 1,130,208 in total. The U20 page did not
only offer game information, news, featured stories
and photos, but also video highlights and features in
partnership with TSN.

By July the IIHF had 48,000 fans on Facebook. During
the 2011 World Championship the IIHF's Facebook
page recorded 8,796,102 post views and 32,025 post
feedbacks. With the start of the event the IIHF also
launched its Twitter news service with more than
6,500 followers and a YouTube channel.

Induction - 2010

The Hockey Hall of Fame is renowned as a place where
hockey's past achievements are preserved, showcased and
celebrated. It remained true to its form when the 18-per-
son Selection Committee assembled to select its Inductee
class for the 2010 annual celebration. The outcome of the
Committee's hard work and deliberation truly was historic —
since, for the first time in HHOF existence, two females were
called and welcomed into our prestigious Hall of Fame.
Pioneers Cammi Granato (USA) and Angela James (CAN)
were bestowed the honour this past November, and were
accompanied by fellow Inductee Dino Ciccarelli into the
Player Category, while both Jim Devellano and Daryl “Doc”
Seaman gained entry into the Builder Category.

Although the highlight of our Induction celebration was the
formal Induction ceremony Monday, November 8th, over the
last many years we have incorporated a number of exciting
events within and around the museum here in Toronto dur-
ing the weekend in advance of this premier event. Visitors
to the HHOF on the Friday had the opportunity to meet a
number of Hall of Famers who were onsite for a book sign-
ing session.

The next day, the HHOF's Phil Pritchard and Ron Ellis
teamed up with legendary coach Scotty Bowman to the
delight of all in attendance as the trio entertained guests
with stories during our Tales of the Cup segment. The venue
changed in the evening when the current Inductees were
lauded during the pre-game ceremonial proceedings of the
annual Hall of Fame Game (which featured the Toronto
Maple Leafs play host to the Buffalo Sabres). Inductees
were introduced and welcomed amidst a procession of past
Hall of Fame greats.

The Sunday of Induction weekend offered a great range of
family entertainment — the HHOF Legends Classic hockey
game featuring numerous stars of yesteryear — most re-
cently featured rivals Canada vs. USA. Once again fans got
a glimpse of the Inductees as they received their Honoured
Members blazer prior to the game and were also treated
to two separate sets of live music by Canadian rock band
Honeymoon Suite.

It's Happening @ HHOF

Even during the middle of summer, hockey still remained in
the spotlight in Toronto and specifically at the Hockey Hall
of Fame. As witnessed in August 2010, HHOF was the venue
for another first for women'’s ice hockey. The Canadian
Women's Hockey League, a professional women's league

in North America, conducted the first ever draft of eligible

players here in the majestic Great Hall. That same
month also saw HHOF host the inaugural evening
of the World Hockey Summit, which brought out
many of the who's who in ice hockey from across
the globe in efforts to share ideas and discuss ways
to improve the sport of ice hockey. Special guests
from the relevant interest groups were in attend-
ance, including numerous participants from the IIHF
family as well as the staff itself.

This past year saw numerous other promotions here
within HHOF and via our website — www.hhof.com.
We strive to enhance our guest’s experience within
an increasingly competitive tourism market. Indi-
viduals, families, groups, students and of course ice
hockey teams are all factored into how we show-
case and promote the HHOF brand. Interestingly,
much like the sport itself, which has witnessed

an increase in ice hockey globally, we here have
enjoyed increased attendance with our interna-
tional guests — and we are even more positioned to
entertain and educate everyone with our enhanced
international section within the museum.

A Legacy of Projects

As mentioned, the Hockey Hall of Fame was proud
to expand its area dedicated to international ice
hockey this past fall. Led by our Chairman Bill

Hay and President & COO Jeff Denomme, our
World of Hockey Zone, now boasts over 550 m2

of exhibit area — making it the largest dedicated
zone within the museum. With the increased space,
even greater prominence has lead to an enhanced
tribute of the members of the International Ice
Hockey Federation Hall of Fame. Members of the
Triple Gold Club are also now recognized within the
World of Hockey Zone as a result of this expansion
project.

A by-product of this World of Hockey Zone expan-
sion was HHOF's Spirit of Hockey retail store
relocate from the concourse level, to its current
location located on the street level. It is expected
that this increased visibility, coupled with a larger,
more modern flow within it, will translate into visi-
tor satisfaction.

These two capital projects coincided with our 2010
Induction weekend, and therefore many dignitaries
were on hand for the media event. The [IHF’s own
Szymon Szemberg took the opportunity to expand
upon these newest legacy projects as well as reaf-
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firm to all the ongoing close partnership that has
developed between the IIHF and HHOF over the
years. Although not present for this grand opening,
President René Fasel was on hand for the Induction
evening, and at our subsequent Board of Directors'
meeting. We are grateful for his continued support
of the Hockey Hall of Fame's mandate.

Globetrotting with HHOF

Led by Phil Pritchard, our Outreach Program
continues to serve as an important extension of
the museum proper, supporting a wide variety of
events, mostly within North America but increas-
ingly in Europe and beyond. For instance, together
with the Hungarian Ice Hockey Federation, HHOF
staff provided a world-class international ice hockey
exhibit in conjunction with the 2011 IIHF World
Championship Division | Group A this past April.
Due to its modular composition, our crew can
structure any exhibit in multiple configurations as
required for any event.

Pritchard once again was on hand to formally intro-
duce the 2011 IIHF Hall of Fame Inductees to the
media and fans in May during the 2011 IIHF World
Championship in Slovakia. Fittingly, all of these IIHF
Honoured Members now have a dedicated plaque
displayed prominently within the International sec-
tion of HHOF. Congratulations to this newest class!

Finally, the most famous team trophy in pro sports,
the Stanley Cup, as usual made its sojourn around
Europe this past summer as part of the annual
ritual of players/management getting their day
with the Cup. The 2010 champions were Chicago
Blackhawks, and accordingly the Cup travelled to
Slovakia, Sweden, Finland and for the first time -
France. Many IIHF friends and family were on hand
to help celebrate throughout the tour.
